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Directions to North East Cheshire Drag Hunt Meets 

These directions have been written by a member from Poynton so most are written as if travelling from the south side of Stockport.   Not all of the meets are included here.
Axe & Cleaver, Dunham Massey 

School Lane, Dunham Massey, Altrincham, Cheshire WA14 4SE 

· From roundabout at junction of M56 (Junction 7) A56 and A556 (T), go towards Altrincham on A56. 

· Approx. 1 mile left at traffic lights into Charcoal Road.

· Take second right in approx 0.75 mile into Woodhouse Lane which becomes School Lane in about 100 yards

· Continue over Bridgewater Canal and Axe & Cleaver is at next junction. 

Beehive Inn, Combs 

Combs, High Peak, Derbyshire SK23 9UT

· From Stockport town centre, Mersey Square, go south on the A6 through Hazel Grove about 3 miles.

· At traffic lights at Rising Sun junction, fork left on A6 to Buxton, through High Lane, Disley, past turning to New Mills, through Furness Vale, to roundabout at start of new A6(T)

· Take 2nd exit to Whaley Bridge

· In centre of Whaley Bridge, turn left at traffic lights on A5470 to Buxton.

· Just beyond The Hanging Gate on right, turn right signposted to Combs.

· Approx 1 mile, under railway bridge and turn right.

· Beehive Inn is on right at fork in 300 yards. 

Birchinley Manor, Milnrow (Behind Soccer Village) 
Wildhouse Lane, Milnrow, Lancashire OL16 3TW

· Leave the M62 at junction 21.

· Take A663 to Milnrow and Rochdale, past Milnrow station, across railway line.

· Turn right at traffic lights (B6225) into Kiln Lane. 

· Bear left at The Bobbin pub. 

· Go up a hill to The Gallows pub, bear left into Wildhouse Lane (still B6225). 

· In about ½ mile turn right into Birchinley Manor. Take the entrance to the livery yard straight ahead, don't turn into the Soccer Village. 

Boars Head, Poynton 

Shrigley Road North, Poynton, Cheshire SK12 1TE 

· See Beehive route to Hazel Grove but fork right at traffic lights at Rising Sun junction on A523 (T) south on Macclesfield Road, under railway bridge, straight through next traffic lights.
· Pass Esso garage on left and Brookside Garden Centre a little further one.
· Continue to next traffic lights in centre of Poynton (Parish Church on right diagonal corner).
· Turn left into Park Lane and go straight on through Poynton village.
· Approx 0.75 mile, the road bears right at a fork.
· Continue on main road.
· Begin to climb narrow winding road (Coppice Road).
· Approx 0.75 mile, turn left (it is the first left after the fork) into Shrigley Road North.
· Boars Head on left in approx 500 yards. 
· Note: The police are very strict about roadside parking anywhere round the Boars Head. They will put a ticket on everything. 

Bulls Head, Poynton 

115 London Rd North, Poynton, Cheshire, SK12 1AG

· See Beehive route to Hazel Grove but fork right at traffic lights at Rising Sun junction on A523(T) south on Macclesfield Road, under railway bridge, straight through next traffic lights.

· Pass Esso garage and Brookside Garden Centre on left.

· In approximately 500 yards road becomes dual carriageway and in another 500 yards there is a filter lane to the right into Glastonbury Drive.

· The next turning on the right, just beyond the end of the dual carriageway, is Vicarage Lane with the Bulls Head on the corner. 

· If you get to the traffic lights and church in the centre of Poynton, you have gone too far. 
· Note: Parking is very limited near the pub and in Vicarage Lane. Do not park on the main road! Glastonbury Drive is better and there may be a field available within sight of the main road. 

Crown Hotel, Marple 

1 Hawk Green Road, Marple, Stockport, Cheshire SK6 7HU

· See route for Beehive, Coombs, along A6, through Hazel Grove, fork left at Rising Sun junction, towards High Lane.

· In approx 1.5 miles, before you get to High Lane, pass Threaphurst Lane on left by Shores Farm.

· Take next left (approx 0.5 mile) into Windlehurst Road.

· Continue on Windlehurst Road.

· In approx 1.2 miles cross Macclesfield Canal.

· In about 0.5 mile you come to Hawk Green Road, Crown Hotel is on right. 

Crown & Mitre, Chinley 

New Smithy, Chinley, High Peak, Derbyshire SK23 6DZ

· Via Stockport: See route for Beehive, Coombs, along A6, through Hazel Grove, fork left at Rising Sun junction, to High Lane, Disley, past turning to New Mills, through Furness Vale, to roundabout at start of new A6(T). 

· Take first exit on A6(T) towards Chapel-en-le-Frith. 

· In 3 miles at the first roundabout on the A6(T), take the 3rd exit on to the A624 to Chinley, Chapel-en-le-Frith and Glossop. 

· At next roundabout (approx 500 yards), take 3rd exit on A624 to Glossop. 

· Ferodo factory is on right. 

· Pass under A6(T), under 2 railway bridges in quick succession. 

· In 0.5 mile, the A624 turns sharp right under another railway bridge. 

· Crown & Mitre is on the right immediately past the bridge. 

· Note: Parking is poor. 

· Via Glossop: From Glossop, take A624 south towards Hadfield, Chapel-en-le-Frith and Buxton. 

· Pass The Grouse at Chunal (on left before your get to Hadfield). 

· Continue on A624 about 2 miles beyond Hadfield. 

· As you approach Chinley you will come to a railway bridge over the road with a T-junction immediately beyond it. 

· The Crown & Mitre is on the left immediately before the railway bridge. 

· Note: Parking is poor. 

Davenport Arms, Woodford 

550 Chester Road, Woodford, Cheshire SK7 1PS

· Follow Boars Head route to traffic lights in centre of Poynton.

· Turn right (the Parish Church will be on your left) towards Wilmslow over hump-back bridge at Poynton Station.

· Take first exit at mini-roundabout.

· Pass British Aerospace on left and then a garage on your right. Pub us on your right just after the garage.

· Note: Turn into Church Lane at the side of the pub to park as they don't like us parking in the car park. 

· Via Wilmslow: If approaching from north on A34 follow signs for Wilmslow town centre, go up hill from new roundabout at the junction of old and new A34.

· At the traffic lights at top of the hill, turn left on to A538 to Poynton, (*) pass Wilmslow Station, under railway bridge, over new road.

· Left at next roundabout.

· In approx 1 mile take 2nd exit at roundabout

· About 300 yards, first exit at next roundabout

· Down the hill into Dean Valley and Deanwater is on left. Carry on up this road and the Davenport Arms is just on your left. (There are other, possibly shorter, ways off the new A34 but this is the easiest to direct.) 

· Via M56: Leave at junction 6 and follow signs for Wilmslow.

· Under airport tunnel, past Moat House Hotel (on the left), up narrow dark hill, past Boddington Arms on right, to T-junction traffic lights in centre of Wilmslow.

· Turn left.

· Follow road round the bend to the left, to traffic lights, turn right on to A538 to Poynton.

· Continue from (*) in previous paragraph. 

Deanwater Hotel, Wilmslow 
Wilmslow Road, Woodford, Cheshire SK7 1RJ 

· Follow Boars Head route to traffic lights in centre of Poynton.

· Turn right (the Parish Church will be on your left) towards Wilmslow over hump-back bridge at Poynton Station.

· Take first exit at mini-roundabout

· Pass British Aerospace on left at Woodford; go straight on, in a little over 1 mile Deanwater Hotel is on right, set back a little from the road nearly at the bottom of the steep dip into Dean Valley.

· Via Wilmslow: If approaching from north on A34 follow signs for Wilmslow town centre, go up hill from new roundabout at the junction of old and new A34

· At the traffic lights at top of the hill, turn left on to A538 to Poynton

· (*) pass Wilmslow Station, under railway bridge, over new road

· Go left at next roundabout

· In approx 1 mile take 2nd exit at roundabout

· After about 300 yards, take first exit at next roundabout

· Down the hill into Dean Valley and Deanwater is on left just beyond the bottom of the dip, slightly set back from the road. (There are other, possibly shorter, ways off the new A34 but this is the easiest to direct.) 

· Via M56: Leave at junction 6 and follow signs for Wilmslow

· Go under airport tunnel, past Moat House Hotel (on the left)

· Up narrow dark hill, past Boddington Arms on right, to T-junction traffic lights in centre of Wilmslow

· Turn left, follow road round the bend to the left, to traffic lights, turn right on to A538 to Poynton.

· Continue from (*) in previous paragraph. 

Devonshire Arms, Mellor 

307 Longhurst Lane, Mellor, Stockport, Cheshire SK6 5PP 

· South on A6 from Stockport (see Beehive Route) to Hazel Grove but, at the bottom en of Hazel Grove, just before you get to the Rising Sun, you will come to the Bulls Head on the left at T-junction traffic lights

· Turn left into Torkington Road

· About 1.5 miles turn right at T-junction traffic lights

· At next T-junction traffic lights (about 100 yards) keep right and go up steep hill to Marple

· ¾ mile pass Rose Hill Station on right

· Approx ½ mile, at traffic lights, fork left on A626 (Jolly Sailor pub on left and Chiu’s Fish & Chips on right), Station Road, down long steep hill to Marple Bridge (road name changes to Brabyns Brow)

· Cross railway line (half way down)

· Continue to bottom of the hill and immediately after crossing River Goyt, turn right into Town Street which becomes Longhurst Lane

· Continue up long hill (steep in parts).

· Devonshire Arms approx 1½ miles (from right turn into Town Lane) on left. 

Donkey, Syke 
21 Syke Road, Syke, Rochdale, Lancashire OL12 9TB

· From Junction 20 on M62 (or it may be M60), go north on A627(M) towards Rochdale town centre

· Take first exit at first roundabout, 3rd out at next roundabout

· Continue on dual carriageway to town centre

· Straight on through 3 sets of traffic lights to a big diamond-shaped roundabout with a church in the middle

· Take first exit left on A671 to Whitworth on Whitworth Road

· Approx 500 yards, at Cronkeyshaw Common turn right into Fieldhouse Road at a mini roundabout

· In about 300 yards, at a cross-roads, you will see The Donkey ahead and at the bottom of the Common. 

Foresters Arms, Glazebury 

384 Warrington Rd, Leigh End, Glazebury, Warrington, Cheshire WA3 5NX 

· You need to be on the East Lancs Road A580 which you can get to from the West from Junction 23 on the M6 (Haydock Park Racecourse) towards Manchester, or from the East from either Junction 13 or 14 on the M60 towards Liverpool. 

· Either way, go along the A580 to the junction with the A574 at Glazebury. 

· If coming from M6 turn right, if from M60 turn left, signposted to Culcheth and Warrington. 

· You will almost immediately come to The Foresters on the right-hand side of the road.

George & Dragon Hotel, Charlesworth 
Glossop Road, Charlesworth, Glossop, Derbyshire SK13 5EZ

· See directions for the Rock Tavern (also called Matteos). 

· Carry straight on for about 1.5 miles and you will come to the cross-roads in the centre of Charlesworth village. 

· The George & Dragon is just beyond the cross roads on the left. 

· Note: Parking is poor. 

Greyhound, Ashley 

Cow Lane, Ashley, Altrincham WA15 0QR 

· Leave M56 at junction 6. Take A538 towards Hale and Altrincham, Hale Road. 

· At traffic lights turn left into Park Road (B5162), carry straight on to cross roads in Ashley Road. (The names of the last three roads on the left are Avon Road, Laburnum Lane, Nursery Avenue before you get to Ashley Road). 

· Turn left at Ashley Road. 

· Continue straight along Ashley Road (which almost immediately crosses a railway line). 

· Carry straight on. 

· You will pass a right fork along a private road to Ashley Hall. 

· Carry on, cross the railway again over a bridge. 

· Past Estate Supplies on the left, bear right at the next junction into Cow Lane, continue down Cow Lane, under the M56 and the Greyhound is on the right shortly after that.

Grouse Inn, Chunal 

Chunal , Glossop, High Peak, Derbyshire SK13 6JY

· Go to either Hayfield or Glossop, whichever is nearer to you. 

· On A624, on right approx 2 miles north of Hayfield or left 2 miles south of Glossop: or from A626 at Charlesworth go east, up hill and fork right at junction

· Up very steep hill past Coombes Edge rocks, not suitable for heavy vehicles

· Turn left on A624, Grouse is very near on right.

Hare & Hounds, Werneth Low 

Werneth Low Road, Werneth Low, Hyde, Greater Manchester SK14 3AA

· From Marple (see Devonshire Arms route), fork left on A626, Station Road, down hill (road name now Brabyns Brow) to Marple Bridge

· Bear left into Lower Fold and continue up hill on other side

· Where road turns sharp right uphill (Windsor Castle) keep to left on Compstall Road (main road turns right into Glossop Road - ignore it)

· In approx 1 mile, through Compstall, on up hill right hand bend, turn right up to Werneth Low on Cowlishaw Road

· The road is very steep and narrow; bear right at the top into Werneth Low Road. 

· Hare & Hounds is on the right. 

Honey Bee, Wilmslow

Altrincham Road, Wilmslow, Cheshire SK9 4LT

· Take junction 6 off the M56, head towards Wilmslow. 

· Go under the airport runway tunnels, past the Moat House on the left. 

· Go to the top of the hill and the Honey Bee is on the left hand side. 

· Note: Park either on the pub car park or the lay-by nearby.

Kilton Inn Hotel, Mere 

Warrington Road, Mere, Knutsford, Cheshire WA16 0PZ

· From roundabout at junction of M56 (Junction 7) A56 and A556(T), take A556(T) towards M6 (south or south west if you have a compass!)

· In less than 2 miles you will reach the traffic lights at The Swan, Bucklow Hill. You need to be in the outside lane. Do not turn right at the lights but almost immediately after the traffic lights (about 10 yards), turn right into Bucklow Hill Lane. 

· Continue along Bucklow Hill Lane to Hulseheath Lane and keep left at the junction.

· As you approach the main road you will see the Kilton on the left. 

· If coming from the M6 go towards Manchester on the A556 and turn left onto the A50 towards Warrington at Mere traffic lights.
· The Kilton Inn Hotel is ¾ mile on the right. 

Lamb Inn, Chinley 

Hayfield Road, Chinley, Derbyshire SK23 6AL 

· Take the A6 going south out of Stockport, to Hazel Grove

· At the far end of Hazel Grove, at traffic lights at The Rising Sun; take the left fork to continue on the A6 (right fork is to Macclesfield), under the railway bridge, through High Lane, pass entrance to Lyme Park on the right and then drop down into Disley.

· From traffic lights in the centre of Disley continue approximately 1.25 miles on A6 to traffic lights at Newtown

· Turn left on A6015 to Hayfield and Glossop

· Continue on A6015 through Birch Vale to Hayfield

· At T junction in centre of Hayfield turn right on to A624 to Chapel-en-le-Frith

· (*) the road climbs out of Hayfield, continue to the top and The Lamb is in open country on the left as the road drops down again; it is approximately 1.8 miles out of the centre of Hayfield.

· Via Glossop: Take the A624 south out of the centre of Hayfield to Chapel-en-le-Frith

· In the centre of Hayfield carry straight on and continue from (*) above. 

Lane Ends Inn, Marple Bridge 

2 Ley Lane, Marple Bridge, Stockport, Cheshire SK6 5DD

· From M60, leave at junction 25. 

· The exit roundabouts are quite complex but you need the A560 to Hyde not Stockport. 

· In approximately 500 yards, you come to traffic lights at a T-junction

· Bear left into Stockport Road West. 

· At next T-junction, turn right into Lower Bents Lane, A6017 to Bredbury and Romiley. 

· Continue for approximately 0.75 miles, road bears left and becomes Berrycroft Lane, to traffic lights at cross-roads. 

· (Straight on is to Romiley) Turn right into Barrack Hill, A627. 

· Straight on for about 2.5 miles, down hill, road becomes Otterspool Road, pass Chadkirk Country Park, sharp left and right over bridge over River Goyt. 

· There is a garden centre on the left. 

· At traffic lights at T-junction turn left on A626 to Marple, climbing steep hill up to Marple. 

· At traffic lights (big Texaco garage on the right) turn left into Station Road (narrowish road) A626. 

· Up the hill and then down the hill (now changes its name to Brabyns Brow) to the bottom at Marple Bridge. 

· Bear left at the traffic lights, signposted to Glossop, continue on A626 up hill and follow sharp right turn at The Windsor Castle. Lane Ends pub is next pub you come to after this on the right (not far).

· Via Glossop: Carry on past George and Dragon (on your right) and continue on this road until you come to Lane Ends on your left.

Legh Arms, Adlington 

London Road, Adlington, Macclesfield, Cheshire SK10 4NA

· See Boars Head route to Poynton.

· At traffic lights in centre of Poynton, go straight on (Parish Church on right).

· Approx 2 miles after Poynton traffic lights, Legh Arms is on left, at next set of lights.

· Note: Turn left to get to the big car park unless you use the lay-by on left immediately before the traffic lights. 

Little Mill Inn, Rowarth 

Rowarth, via Marple Bridge, High Peak, Derbyshire SK22 1EB

· Follow Devonshire Arms route; from the Devonshire Arms in approx 1 mile turn sharp left at cross-roads into Shiloh Road

· Less than 1 mile pass Moorfield Arms on left and very soon after turn right

· Continue approx 1 mile into Rowarth

· Keep straight on at the bottom of the hill. 

Pack Horse, Mottram-in-Longdendale  

2 Ashworth Lane, Mottram, Hyde, Cheshire SK14 6NT

· Follow M67 to roundabout at the end. 

· Take first exit, A57 to Sheffield and Barnsley. 

· In about half a mile, you will come to traffic lights in the centre of Mottram village. 

· Turn right at the lights, almost immediately turn right again into Ashworth Lane and the Pack Horse is on the right. 

Peel Arms Hotel, Padfield 
6-12 Temple Street, Padfield, Glossop, Derbyshire SK13 1EX

· From the roundabout at the end of the M67, junction with A57 and A560, take 2nd main exit on A57, signposted to Sheffield and Barnsley. 

· Straight on through traffic lights at Mottram Junction, to next traffic lights; Gun Inn is on the left. 

· Fork left on to A628, Market Street, towards Barnsley. 

· Carry straight on to Tintwistle Village; you will see the embankment of Arnfield Reservoir on the left. 

· Past a garage on the left hand side, there is a signpost to the right to Hadfield Village

· Turn right into New Street, to the centre of Hadfield Village. 

· Follow main road up the hill, name changes to Waterside, and keep left into Station Road. 

· Continue and name becomes Platt Street which bends right under a railway bridge and then left just beyond it and then right again! 

· Take next left into Post Street and the Peels Arms car park is at the top. 

Plough Inn, Croft 

Heath Lane, Croft, Warrington, Cheshire, WA3 7DS

· Leave M6 at junction 22.

· Take A579 towards Leigh

· Take first right (Sandy Brow Lane) in less than 1 mile to Croft

· Follow road (becomes Stone Pit Lane then Heath Lane) for less than 1 mile

· Plough is on left. 

Robin Hood Inn, Rainow 

Chapel Brow, Rainow, Macclesfield, Cheshire SK10 5XF

· See Beehive route to Hazel Grove and the junction at the Rising Sun. 

· Fork left on to the A523 to Macclesfield, through Poynton, pass Legh Arms at traffic lights in Adlington, Liberty City Restaurant and Bar on left through sharp corners, under railway bridge, pass Prestbury Garden Centre on left and Butley Arms on right.

· At the roundabout take 2nd exit to Macclesfield on The Silk Road (A523). 

· 2nd exit at next roundabout, dual carriageway to next roundabout. 

· Take first exit on Hulley Road to Hurdsfield: watch for speed humps. 

· Continue to junction with main road (Higher Fence Road is opposite) and turn left. 

· You should now be on the B5470 which climbs through Higher Hurdsfield (George & Dragon on the right), Kerridge End and eventually into Rainow. 

· Pass Rising Sun on the left, continue past prominent church with tower on right and a bit further on you will come to the Robin Hood on the left. 

· Note: There is some parking in a reasonable car park at the back of the pub. 

Rock Tavern, Marple Bridge 

Glossop Road, Marple Bridge, Stockport, Cheshire SK6 5RX 

· From Marple (see Devonshire Arms route), fork left on A626, Station Road, down hill (name changes to Brabyns Brow) to the bottom at Marple Bridge. 

· Bear left into Lower Fold just over River Goyt, A626 signposted to Glossop. 

· Continue on A626 up hill and follow sharp right turn at The Windsor Castle. 

· Carry on climbing, through Lane Ends, fairly twisty road past Woodheys Restaurant on left, Ernocroft Lane on the right. 

· The Rock Tavern is very soon after, on the left.

Romper, Ringway 

Wilmslow Road, Ringway, Altrincham, Cheshire WA15 8XJ 

· Leave M56 at junction 6; take A538 to Wilmslow (not towards Hale or Altrincham).

· You will see the white building with its name on almost immediately on the left set back from the main road. 

· Turn first left after roundabout into Sunbank Lane. 

· Via Wilmslow: Leave along Water Lane, which becomes Altrincham Road, keep going straight on on main road until you go through airport tunnel.

· Take first right into Sunbank Lane in about 0.5 mile. 

Rope & Anchor, Dunham Massey 

Paddock Lane, Dunham Massey, Altrincham, Cheshire WA14 5RP

· For horseboxes: As for Saracens Head. Go past Saracens Head (take note of warnings for wagons) to next junction, turn right, B5610 Dunham Road. 

· Straight on under two lots of power cables pylons. 

· Almost immediately after the second set (quite a long way on) go over a humpback railway bridge and bear left into Paddock Lane. Pub is at the next cross roads.

· For cars or trailers follow Axe and Cleaver. 

· Turn left at the Church just before Axe and Cleaver and follow this road until you come to the pub straight in front of you.

Saracens Head, Warburton 

Paddock Lane, Warburton, Lymm, Cheshire WA13 9TH 

· For vehicles over 9 feet high: From roundabout at junction of M56 (junction 7) A56 and A556(T), take A56 towards Lymm and continue into the centre of Lymm

· The road is called Lymm Road initially, then becomes Higher Lane and, near the centre of Lymm, becomes Church Road

· Don't take any of the right turns (for example Warrington Lane, Burford Lane or Oughtrington Lane) off the A56 before the centre of Lymm. 

· As you approach the centre of Lymm, you will pass the big church on the left, down the hill and then a big duck pond at the bottom of the hill. 

· In the centre of Lymm, turn sharp right on A6144, Eagle Brow, to Partington. (** - see alternative route 3 below.) 

· There are not many signposts to indicate the turn except a brown sign to Village Centre.
· You go down a short twisting hill through the village centre, swing left at the bottom and go up and over the humpback bridge over the Bridgewater Canal.
· The road changes name to The Cross (through the village centre), then New Road, Rushgreen Road, Birch Brook Road and then Bent Lane.
· Continue on A6144 for approx 2.5 miles.
· Ignore left turn on B5159 to Warburton.
· Road (now called Bent Lane) bears right.
· Continue to T-junction and turn right into Paddock Lane
· Saracens Head is almost immediately on the left. 
· Note: Don't take any other route because of low bridges and/or limited weight bridges under or over Bridgewater Canal. There is no warning of low bridge or weight-limited bridge on any of the other routes and turning and reversing is very difficult. The humpback bridge is the only way over the Bridgewater Canal for larger vehicles. 

· For vehicles under 9 feet high: Follow the directions as for Axe & Cleaver but do not take second right into Woodhouse Lane.

· Continue on B5160 (called Smithy Lane, then Woodhouse Lane) under low, narrow tunnel under Bridgewater Canal.

· Continue on winding B5160 (Woodhouse Lane, Station Road, Paddock Lane, Dunham Road) to junction with Warburton Lane, A6144

· Turn left; Saracens Head is on right in 500 yards. 

· If in doubt, use Route 1, because it is virtually impossible to turn or reverse once you are on the approach road to the tunnel. 

· Via M6/M56 (any vehicle): Go to junction 20 on the M6. Junction 20 links to junction 9 on the M56 so you can easily access J20 M6 from the M56. 

· From J20 M6, take the A50 signposted to High Legh and Knutsford. 

· Almost immediately turn left on B5158 to Lymm. 

· Go straight on for approximately 2 miles to centre of Lymm; there is a one-way system as you approach the centre. 

· When you reach the main road, turn left and then almost immediately right which is the right turn at ** in alternative route 1 above. 

· Continue as route 1 above. 

Tandlehill Tavern, Royton 

14 Thornham Lane, Royton, Rochdale, Lancashire M24 2SD

· Leave the M62 at junction 20. 

· Turn right onto M627 to Oldham. 

· Take the first exit towards Middleton. 

· At first roundabout take 4th exit on A664 to Castleton. 

· You will see a Gulf garage on the left. Turn right into Thornham Lane, immediately opposite it. 

· It is fairly rough tarmac passing a few old terrace-type houses and then becomes a country lane. 

· You will pass a small village school on the left where the tarmac comes to an end and it is a rough, unmade farm track after that. Go straight on. 

· The track climbs a little and then turns sharp left and almost immediately right over a bridge across the M627. 

· Shortly after that you come to a hamlet of farms and a couple of old houses. 

· Tandlehill Tavern is on the right set slightly back off the lane. 

· Note: Parking does not look easy! 

Village Inn, Leigh

· Go west on East Lancs A580.

· Turn right at junction with A572 signposted to Leigh with the Queens Arms on the right-hand side; note that it is a motorway-style junction, i.e., bear left off A580 and follow slip road round, through lights, across A580 and past Queens Arms

· Follow A572 for about 4 miles (past Waterfields bakery on right-hand side).

· At mini-roundabout junction, turn right turn into Green Lane signposted to Higher Fold.

· At bottom of short drop you come to a little green, take first left to continue on Green Lane; ignore main road, called Queensway, which carries straight on.

· Village Inn is about 500 yards along narrow lane. 

Ye Olde No 3, Little Bollington 

Lymm Road, Little Bollington, Cheshire WA14 4TA

· From roundabout at junction of M56 (junction 7) A56 and A556(T), take A56 towards Lymn

· Ye Olde No 3 is on the right in approx 1 mile. 
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
